Founding of Hartwood 

Meredith of the White Cliffs, OP (as told to Halima al-Rakkasa) 

 

In the summer of 1989, Meredith of the White Cliffs and her family 

moved to the as-yet unnamed Insula Magna. They settled in, and, as the 

telephone technician was up the pole hooking up lines, there came a 

call. It was not a test. It was Sabine inquiring whether Merry was 

starting a shire! James Llewellyn ap Gruffyd (OP; Lord James the 

Tormentor, at that time), had acquired the as-yet new phone number and 

passed it along, saying that, yes, an independent branch could be 

established in Merry’s neck of the woods. 

 

By August, a meeting was held at Shady Rest in Qualicum. Attendees 

were: her family, James (instigator), Sabine (first contact), Mistress 

Rowenna de Roncesvalles de Navarre (OL), Sir Geoffrey de Rennes (OC), 

Lady Elizabeth Braidwood (now Orders of Laurel and Pelican), and a 

number of others.
